… for whatsoever is not of faith is sin.

Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and 
death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that 
all have sinned.

And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but 
the righteous into life eternal.

And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the 
world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because 
their deeds were evil.

Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it 
not, to him it is sin.

For as by one man’s disobedience many were made 
sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made 
righteous.

The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately 
wicked: who can know it?

But we are all as an unclean thing, and all our 
righteousnesses are as fi lthy rags; and we all do fade 
as a leaf; and our iniquities, like the wind, have taken 
us away.

And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, “Of 
every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat: but of 
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt 
not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof 
thou shalt surely die.”

For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is 
eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. 

He that believeth on Him is not condemned: but he 
that believeth not is condemned already, because he 
hath not believed in the name of the only begotten 
Son of God.

As it is written, “There is none righteous, no, not one: 
there is none that understandeth, there is none that 
seeketh after God.”
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For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.

And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; 
and without shedding of blood is no remission. 

… and when I see the blood, I will pass over you …

Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with 
corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain 
conversation received by tradition from your fathers; but 
with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without 
blemish and without spot.

They are all gone out of the way, they are together 
become unprofi table; there is none that doeth good, 
no, not one.

And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, 
whose names are not written in the Book of Life of the 
Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.

But if we walk in the light, as He is in the light, we 
have fellowship one with another, and the blood of 
Jesus Christ His Son cleanseth us from all sin.

For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for 
the unjust, that He might bring us to God, being put to 
death in the fl esh, but quickened by the Spirit.

For God so loved the world, that He gave His only 
begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should 
not perish, but have everlasting life.

And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, 
even so must the Son of Man be lifted up: that 
whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have 
eternal life. For God so loved the world, that He gave 
His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him 
should not perish, but have everlasting life.

In Whom we have redemption through His blood, the 
forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace.

And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after 
this the judgment: so Christ was once offered to bear 
the sins of many; and unto them that look for Him shall 
He appear the second time without sin unto salvation.
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For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of 
yourselves: it is the gift of God: not of works, lest any 
man should boast.

But to him that worketh not, but believeth on Him 
that justifi eth the ungodly, his faith is counted for 
righteousness.

These things have I written unto you that believe on the 
name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have 
eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the 
Son of God.

Knowing that a man is not justifi ed by the works of 
the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have 
believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justifi ed by the 
faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the 
works of the law shall no fl esh be justifi ed.

Who His own self bare our sins in His own body on 
the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto 
righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed.

Being justifi ed freely by His grace through the redemption 
that is in Christ Jesus.

My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they 
follow Me: and I give unto them eternal life; and they 
shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out 
of My hand. My Father, which gave them Me, is greater 
than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of My 
Father’s hand.

I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness 
come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.

Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none 
other name under heaven given among men, whereby 
we must be saved.

And this is the record, that God hath given to us eternal 
life, and this life is in His Son. He that hath the Son hath 
life; and he that hath not the Son of God hath not life.

Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no fl esh 
be justifi ed in His sight: for by the law is the knowledge 
of sin.

Therefore we conclude that a man is justifi ed by faith 
without the deeds of the law.
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 Isaiah 53:1

Not by works of righteousness which we have done, 
but according to His mercy He saved us, by the washing 
of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost.

Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any 
likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in 
the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth.

Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. Six days shalt 
thou labor, and do all thy work: but the seventh day is 
the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not 
do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy 
manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy 
stranger that is within thy gates.

Thou shalt not kill. 
Thou shalt not commit adultery. 
Thou shalt not steal. 
Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbor.

And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the 
ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; 
and man became a living soul.

Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve 
them: for I the LORD thy God am a jealous God, visiting 
the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the 
third and fourth generation of them that hate Me; and 
shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love Me, 
and keep My commandments.

For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the 
sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh 
day: wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day, and 
hallowed it.

Thou shalt not covet thy neighbor’s house, thou shalt 
not covet thy neighbor’s wife, nor his manservant, nor 
his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing 
that is thy neighbor’s.

Thou shalt have no other gods before Me.

Thou shalt not take the name of the LORD thy God in 
vain; for the LORD will not hold him guiltless that taketh 
His name in vain.

Honor thy father and thy mother: that thy days may be 
long upon the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee.

Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm 
of the LORD revealed?

He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, 
and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our 
faces from Him; He was despised, and we esteemed 
Him not.

All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned 
every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on 
Him the iniquity of us all.

And He made His grave with the wicked, and with the 
rich in His death; because He had done no violence, 
neither was any deceit in His mouth.

Therefore will I divide Him a portion with the great, 
and He shall divide the spoil with the strong; because 
He hath poured out His soul unto death: and He was 
numbered with the transgressors; and He bare the sin of 
many, and made intercession for the transgressors.

Surely He hath borne our griefs, and carried our 
sorrows: yet we did esteem Him stricken, smitten of 
God, and affl icted.

He was oppressed, and He was affl icted, yet He opened 
not His mouth: He is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, 
and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so He 
openeth not His mouth.

Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise Him; He hath put Him 
to grief: when thou shalt make His soul an offering for 
sin, He shall see His seed, He shall prolong His days, 
and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in His hand.
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
